Matthew 3:13-4:1                                                       
13Then Jesus came from Galilee to John at the Jordan, 
to be baptized by him. 14John would have prevented 
him, saying, “I need to be baptized by you, and do you 
come to me?” 15But Jesus answered him, “Let it be so 
now; for it is proper for us in this way to fulfill all 
righteousness.”

Silence in Two Ways 
Spend some time in silence sitting still (suggested 5 
minutes).  Close your eyes lightly.  Sit relaxed but 
alert. 
 
●You may like to say the prayer phrase “Mar-an-ath-
a” (which means come Lord).  Say this as four 
syllables.  Do not try to think or imagine anything.  If 
thoughts or distractions come simply return to saying 
the word. 
 
●Or you may like “sitting with God” — a silent time in 
which we focus all our mind, heart and soul on the 
presence of God without trying to create it.  Simply be 
still and open to God.
